Scholarships are available to members of the ASCE North Jersey Branch pursuing a civil engineering related graduate level degree.

1. Eligibility:

1. Any full-time or part-time graduate student or undergraduate student accepted to a graduate program for the fall of 2024 may apply for this scholarship without restriction as to academic class or marital status, but subject to the requirement that the applicant be a member in good standing of the educational institution and ASCE at the time of application submittal and award.
1. The student must be a member of an ASCE Student Chapter or the North Jersey Branch of ASCE including the Young Member Group. The student’s ASCE Faculty Advisor or a member of the ASCE-NJB Branch Board must endorse the application; the endorsement must be included in the submitted application.

1. Previous recipients of this scholarship are not eligible for this award.

2. Application:

The completed application must be submitted via email in a single PDF document to ascenjb.scholarship@gmail.com.  To be considered complete, each application must include at least the following items (type or print) and be legible:

2. Proof of Student Chapter/Club Membership or North Jersey Branch Membership;

2. A statement by the applicant of the reasons believed to justify an award;

2. Transcript record of academic performance and standing in both undergraduate school and graduate school; 

2. Statement of appraisal of the applicant in terms of potential for growth, character, leadership capacity and interests from the student’s ASCE Faculty Advisor or an ASCE-NJB Branch Board member;
2. Statement of appraisal of the applicant in terms of potential for growth, character, leadership capacity and interests from a faculty member at the student’s current university;

2. Completed application form.
3. Selection:

3. A maximum of two applicants will be selected to receive a scholarship.

3. Selection will be made by the Awards Committee of the North Jersey Branch, American Society of Civil Engineers.  No faculty member or Branch Board Member will be allowed to serve on this committee.

3. Selection will be based on appraisal of the applicant’s justification of award, academic performance, potential for development, leadership capacity, financial need and participation in activities related to the Civil Engineering profession.
3. If there are no applications for this scholarship, the award may be given to an applicant from one of the other scholarship applications.

4. Awards:

4. The successful applicant(s) will be notified of award by the President of the North Jersey Branch, American Society of Civil Engineers or designated representative.

4. The minimum award of each scholarship is $3,000.00 (the value may increase due to quality or quantity of received applications on a year-to-year basis).
4. The awards will be presented at the North Jersey Branch Awards Dinner meeting held annually in the Fall.

4. The scholarship amount will be deposited in the awardee’s account in the business office of the educational institution designated by the applicant in the application.  

4. The North Jersey Branch, American Society of Civil Engineers reserves the right to not award any scholarships.
